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Seven veils

Today we are continuing on in Revelations so let’s pray before we get started.

Dear Heavenly Father,

We come before You today to give praise unto You holy name and to thank You for all the blessing that You have bestowed on us throughout this last week. Now we ask You to fill us with the holy Spirit that we may better understand Your word. Open our minds and embed Your words upon our minds. We thirst after Your will. Enlighten us with Your truths dear God. This we ask You in the name of Jesus Christ. Amen

Revelation 15:1-8 “And I saw another sign in heaven, great and marvellous, seven angels having the seven last plagues; for in them is filled up the wrath of God. 2 And I saw as it were a sea of glass mingled with fire: and them that had gotten the victory over the beast, and over his image, and over his mark, [and] over the number of his name, stand on the sea of glass, having the harps of God. 3 And they sing the song of Moses the servant of God, and the song of the Lamb, saying, Great and marvellous [are] thy works, Lord God Almighty; just and true [are] thy ways, thou King of saints. 4 Who shall not fear thee, O Lord, and glorify thy name? for [thou] only [art] holy: for all nations shall come and worship before thee; for thy judgments are made manifest. 5 And after that I looked, and, behold, the temple of the tabernacle of the testimony in heaven was opened: 6 And the seven angels came out of the temple, having the seven plagues, clothed in pure and white linen, and having their breasts girded with golden girdles. 7 And one of the four beasts gave unto the seven angels seven golden vials full of the wrath of God, who liveth for ever and ever. 8 And the temple was filled with smoke from the glory of God, and from his power; and no man was able to enter into the temple, till the seven plagues of the seven angels were fulfilled.”

This is the heavenly preparation for the seven golden vials judgments upon the earth. These seven judgments come at the end of the "wrath of God" period just prior to the 1000 year Reign of Christ. The final part of God's wrath is described as being "great and marvelous". The bowls are filled to the brim with God's righteous anger against the rebellion of mankind. 

Here is revealed the viewpoint of Heaven regarding God's judgment of the world. The sea of glass typifies the multitudes of martyrs who died during the Antichrist years. This holocaust deserves the full weight of the wrath of God. They might have died under his hand, but they are the ones who are victorious. Why? Because they did not play the game, cooperate, or submit to the beast. These have something special to praise God for. God kept them close to Him throughout those terrible years, and He gave them the strength to endure until their earthly death. In the face of death they were strong in their Love for Him and their faith wavered not. 

In verse 2 we saw something like a sea of glass mixed with fire and those who had won the victory standing of the sea of glass. We saw this sea of glass back in Revelation 4:6 “And before the throne [there was] a sea of glass like unto crystal: and in the midst of the throne, and round about the throne, [were] four beasts full of eyes before and behind.”  Here it is mixed with fire which seems to indicate that these saints had been refined by fire because of the terrible trials through which they had passed. The sea of glass mixed with fire may also be pointing to the fury that is about to come from the Lord. They are also holding harps, which we saw in the others did in Revelation 14:2 “And I heard a voice from heaven, as the voice of many waters, and as the voice of a great thunder: and I heard the voice of harpers harping with their harps:”   

This brings to mind a picture of victory that these people had remained faithful to the Lord and had overcome with the Lamb.

As we move onto verse 3 we see that they sang praises of the glory of God. They sang the song of Moses and of the Lamb. The song of Moses worships God for giving deliverance from Pharaoh and the crossing of the Red Sea. Exodus 15:1-19 “Then sang Moses and the children of Israel this song unto the LORD, and spake, saying, I will sing unto the LORD, for he hath triumphed gloriously: the horse and his rider hath he thrown into the sea. 2 The LORD [is] my strength and song, and he is become my salvation: he [is] my God, and I will prepare him an habitation; my father's God, and I will exalt him. 3 The LORD [is] a man of war: the LORD [is] his name. 4 Pharaoh's chariots and his host hath he cast into the sea: his chosen captains also are drowned in the Red sea. 5 The depths have covered them: they sank into the bottom as a stone. 6 Thy right hand, O LORD, is become glorious in power: thy right hand, O LORD, hath dashed in pieces the enemy. 7 And in the greatness of thine excellency thou hast overthrown them that rose up against thee: thou sentest forth thy wrath, [which] consumed them as stubble. 8 And with the blast of thy nostrils the waters were gathered together, the floods stood upright as an heap, [and] the depths were congealed in the heart of the sea. 9 The enemy said, I will pursue, I will overtake, I will divide the spoil; my lust shall be satisfied upon them; I will draw my sword, my hand shall destroy them. 10 Thou didst blow with thy wind, the sea covered them: they sank as lead in the mighty waters. 11 Who [is] like unto thee, O LORD, among the gods? who [is] like thee, glorious in holiness, fearful [in] praises, doing wonders? 12 Thou stretchedst out thy right hand, the earth swallowed them. 13 Thou in thy mercy hast led forth the people [which] thou hast redeemed: thou hast guided [them] in thy strength unto thy holy habitation. 14 The people shall hear, [and] be afraid: sorrow shall take hold on the inhabitants of Palestina. 15 Then the dukes of Edom shall be amazed; the mighty men of Moab, trembling shall take hold upon them; all the inhabitants of Canaan shall melt away. 16 Fear and dread shall fall upon them; by the greatness of thine arm they shall be [as] still as a stone; till thy people pass over, O LORD, till the people pass over, [which] thou hast purchased. 17 Thou shalt bring them in, and plant them in the mountain of thine inheritance, [in] the place, O LORD, [which] thou hast made for thee to dwell in, [in] the Sanctuary, O Lord, [which] thy hands have established. 18 The LORD shall reign for ever and ever. 19 For the horse of Pharaoh went in with his chariots and with his horsemen into the sea, and the LORD brought again the waters of the sea upon them; but the children of Israel went on dry [land] in the midst of the sea.”
These saints are now free from the last tormenter of this world. The song of the Lamb is the victory song only those who are washed in His precious blood can sing. There may be an indication here that these martyred saints’ come from both the Jewish and Gentile lines. It is a victory song, for they have been crowned. It tells us of this in James 1:12 “Blessed [is] the man that endureth temptation: for when he is tried, he shall receive the crown of life, which the Lord hath promised to them that love him.”  They praise God for being Lord and King of the saints. We must remember that God is always true and just in all that He does. His Believers will see very clearly that nothing less than full judgment is paid for the crimes against God. 

Verse 4 allows us to know that not only the Jews but also the Gentiles, in every nation no matter whether they are rich or poor will bow down before the Lord Jesus Christ. 
John sees the door of the Heavenly Temple being opened. This indicates that even until this time the door of salvation is still opened. Notice the text says " the temple of the tabernacle of the testimony: " meaning the Holy of Holies - the very presence of God. Both salvation and judgment come from the same source. 

Seven angels come from His presence with the final part of God's wrath. The white garments represent absolute holiness, and the golden sash reveals divine authority. In their hands are the seven last plagues. Each angel's veil is filled with the fullness of the merciless wrath of God. It all depends on which veil we have drank from in our lives. The cup of salvation or the cup of judgment, as for me I have chosen the same as written about in Psalm 116:13 “I will take the cup of salvation, and call upon the name of the LORD.”  

How about you have you made that decision yet? I sure pray that you have for no one can enter into the presence of God while His wrath is being outpoured on the earth. Psalm 75:8 “For in the hand of the LORD [there is] a cup, and the wine is red; it is full of mixture; and he poureth out of the same: but the dregs thereof, all the wicked of the earth shall wring [them] out, [and] drink [them].” 

This means that no one else can get saved. We see here that the wrath of God means that His grace and mercy are withdrawn. No day like this has ever been seen. Why is this happening? I would have to say because they rejected Jesus Christ as Lord. John 14:6 “Jesus saith unto him, I am the way, the truth, and the life: no man cometh unto the Father, but by me.” 

John told us all about it, let’s take a look at John 3:36 “He that believeth on the Son hath everlasting life: and he that believeth not the Son shall not see life; but the wrath of God abideth on him.” I’d say that is pretty plain wouldn’t you?

Now once that takes place it is too late to plead for salvation - it is over - the way in is blocked. There is no getting passed God's wrath. Lamentations 3:43&44 “Thou hast covered with anger, and persecuted us: thou hast slain, thou hast not pitied. 44 Thou hast covered thyself with a cloud, that [our] prayer should not pass through.”
For some parallels to the smoke of God filling the sanctuary, let us read the following passages: Exodus 40:34-38 “Then a cloud covered the tent of the congregation, and the glory of the LORD filled the tabernacle. 35 And Moses was not able to enter into the tent of the congregation, because the cloud abode thereon, and the glory of the LORD filled the tabernacle. 36 And when the cloud was taken up from over the tabernacle, the children of Israel went onward in all their journeys: 37 But if the cloud were not taken up, then they journeyed not till the day that it was taken up. 38 For the cloud of the LORD [was] upon the tabernacle by day, and fire was on it by night, in the sight of all the house of Israel, throughout all their journeys.”
 At the completion of the tabernacle, the glory of the Lord filled the tabernacle as a cloud so that none could enter. Now let’s read 1 Kings 8:10-11 “And it came to pass, when the priests were come out of the holy [place], that the cloud filled the house of the LORD, 11 So that the priests could not stand to minister because of the cloud: for the glory of the LORD had filled the house of the LORD.”
At the completion of Solomon's temple, a cloud of the glory of the Lord filled the house of the Lord so that no one could stand so now onto Isaiah 6:1-4 “In the year that king Uzziah died I saw also the Lord sitting upon a throne, high and lifted up, and his train filled the temple. 2 Above it stood the seraphims: each one had six wings; with twain he covered his face, and with twain he covered his feet, and with twain he did fly. 3 And one cried unto another, and said, Holy, holy, holy, [is] the LORD of hosts: the whole earth [is] full of his glory. 4 And the posts of the door moved at the voice of him that cried, and the house was filled with smoke.”
Thus we see that God's presence in Revelation 15 and that there will be no one coming before him to ask of mercy or intercession for judgment must come wrath must be poured out.
