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Today we are going to talk about the origin of sin. 

I heard at many different times in different sermon that it was never God’s intention that Adam and Eve disobey His command and sin by eating of the forbidden tree. Most Christians would agree. They think God did not want Adam to sin; and Adam did not need to sin. If Adam had not sinned, we would all be living in a giant Garden of Eden to this very day. We would be in perfect health, there would be no sorrow, we would have pleasure twenty-four hours a day, we would never die, we would be happy and God too would be happy. 

There are people who say all Adam needed to do was show just a little restraint and the world wouldn’t be in the mess it is in today. To that I would have to say Oh really? Well then why didn’t Adam exercise restraint? What went wrong? Are they saying that the first humans malfunction? Was there a flaw in their original design? I mean God was the designer; so is God to blame? Not according to most Christians. Is He at least responsible? Not according to most Christians. Therefore my question to you is why not?

Now I’d like you to listen carefully to what I’m about to say. When a scientist creates an experiment or machine that malfunctions, is he responsible for the malfunction? Yes, he is. Does he hold the experiment or machine responsible? No he does not. Does he hold God responsible? In no way. Okay then.

Why is it when I talk to most Christian and ask if God creates an experiment or machine that malfunctions, is He responsible for the malfunction? Their answer is No. Does He hold the experiment or machine responsible? Yes. Does He hold man responsible? Yes. See the wisdom there? Me either, however I can now understand why God calls the wisdom of this world, Foolishness! 

I Corinthians 3:19." For the wisdom of this world is foolishness with God. For it is written, He taketh the wise in their own craftiness. " 

First, most Christians assume that God’s creation of mankind malfunctioned I summit to you that they did not!

Second, they take for granted that God is not responsible and does not take responsibility, which I’m here to tell you that He does!
One unscriptural assumption added to another unscriptural assumption does not equal a Bible Truth!

Few indeed have ever stopped long enough to consider that just maybe God intended for the world to be in the hellish mess that we find it today. Not for all eternity, but for the present, for a period of time, for a great purpose. It just seems so wrong to Christian thought to believe that God would have purposed such an evil and unhappy world. But look at the alternative. Are we to believe that God tried although unsuccessfully to make a good creation, and was unaware of its potential to mess up? And ever since, God must therefore either lack the love for humanity to straighten it out, or He lacks the power and ability. But in either case it refuses to acknowledge God’s sovereignty and presents us with a God who what's more cannot or will not stop the insanity! Some would have us believe that God’s solution to rid the world of sin and evil is to torture most of humanity in fire for all eternity.

I believe that whole idea is blasphemous. If a carnal-mined human can take responsibility for an invention that malfunctions, I submit to you, that God is bigger and more responsible than any man. Let it be known to all that God takes full responsibility for His creation, and absolutely nothing in His creation is malfunctioning. Here’s the proof:

If a thousand Christians were given the assignment to write an essay describing the world as it was after God completed it, but before man sinned, I am sure that we would get one thousand essays describing this unbelievably beauty, harmonious, and perfect creation that includes man and beast. Now my question to you is, would such an essay be based on the Scriptures? 

Let’s look at a little understood Scripture. "For the creature (man ) was made subject to vanity, not willingly, but by reason of him (God) who hath subjected [the same] in hope, 21 Because the creature (man) itself also shall be delivered from the bondage of corruption into the glorious liberty of the children of God. 22 For we know that the whole creation groaneth and travaileth in pain together until now.”  

Now let’s read it with out the highlights. Roman 8:20-22 “For the creature was made subject to vanity, not willingly, but by reason of him who hath subjected [the same] in hope, 21 Because the creature itself also shall be delivered from the bondage of corruption into the glorious liberty of the children of God. 22 For we know that the whole creation groaneth and travaileth in pain together until now.”

Wow! Did you know that Scripture is in the Bible? Have you ever meditated at length on its meaning? This one Scripture does much damage to most Christian doctrine. Let’s look at the meaning behind some of these words. First is Vanity: empty, profitless, vain, transientness [temporary], depravity [wickedness]. Next word Bondage: slavery, subjection, subserviency. After that is Corruption: shrivel, wither, spoil, ruin, deprave, defile, destroy, decay, perish. Then we have Groan: moan, calamity, be in straits, murmur, grief, grudge, anguish. And then there is Travail: pangs, to pain together, travail as in birth. And finally we have Pain: anguish, toil for daily subsistence, starving.

The force of these verses in Romans 8:20-22 is unavoidable. It was God Himself Who subjected the whole creation to vanity, and He didn’t ask anyone’s permission before He did it. And it is only God Himself who will deliver the whole creation from the bondage of corruption, pain, and suffering. Make no mistake about it: God is the Creator of evil, and He takes full responsibility for the deliverance from the consequences of all the evils that have caused the creation to groan and travail in Pain until Now as Paul describes it. God takes responsibility for the temporary failures of creation so that He can take all the credit and glory for its successes. And most of the glory that God will receive is from the glory that He gives to all of mankind.

It was not possible for Satan Not To Sin, he was created for the express purpose of being God’s Adversary, and so, of course, he was a sinner From The Beginning!

It was not possible for Adam and Eve Not To Sin, for they were created for the express purpose of being molded into the image of God, and so of course they had to eat of the forbidden tree of the knowledge of good and evil or they would have never reached the first spiritual step in becoming like God, in His image, a supreme step in Divine Calling: 

Let’s turn to Genesis for another very important scripture. "And the Lord God said, Behold [consider, to perceive, to know, to understand], the man is Become as one of us [Hebrew for ‘God’ is elohiym which is the plural of elowahh, hence ‘us’], to know good and evil." Now let’s look at the scripture Genesis 3:22 “And the LORD God said, Behold, the man is become as one of us, to know good and evil: and now, lest he put forth his hand, and take also of the tree of life, and eat, and live for ever:” 

Knowing "good and evil" is one of the most essential requisites in being formed in the image of God. To truly know both good and evil they had to partake of its source, which was the tree of the knowledge of good and evil, which then demanded that they sin in order to obtain this knowledge. No other tree in the garden possessed this needed knowledge. And so it was God, and no one other than God, Who intended from the beginning that Satan and man sin! However that does not make God a sinner, for a sin is a mistake, or a missing of the mark, or else falling short of the glory of God, and I’m here to tell you that God has Never Made A Mistake or Fallen Short of the full Total of Perfection! 

God had it all planned out in full. God knew what He was doing and how things would turn out Before He created Anything! It tells us so in scripture. Isaiah 46:10 “Declaring the end from the beginning, and from ancient times [the things] that are not [yet] done, saying, My counsel shall stand, and I will do all my pleasure:” Right there it tells us that He alone declared the end from the beginning. 

Which means Satan and man are accountable for their sins, because they sinned willingly from their heart, but God takes responsibility for their sins, and therefore had already provided them a Saviour Before the foundation of the world. We find this in 

1 Peter 1:19-21 “But with the precious blood of Christ, as of a lamb without blemish and without spot: 20 Who verily was foreordained before the foundation of the world, but was manifest in these last times for you, 21 Who by him do believe in God, that raised him up from the dead, and gave him glory; that your faith and hope might be in God.”  

Here is another verse that tells of it. "And all that dwell upon the earth shall worship him, whose names are not written in the book of life of the Lamb [Christ] slain from the FOUNDATION OF THE WORLD" That’s right Revelation 13:8&9 “And all that dwell upon the earth shall worship him, whose names are not written in the book of life of the Lamb slain from the foundation of the world.” And the next verse tells us what we should be doing. Revelation 13:9 “If any man have an ear, let him hear.” 

Is anyone so naive and blind as to believe that God had prepared a Lamb, a Sacrifice, His Son no less, to be slain for the sins of the world at a time when theologians would have people to believe that God didn’t even know there was shortly coming such a thing as sin? I put it to you that God knew; God is smart! It was God who created the tree of knowledge of good and evil It was God who placed it right in the middle of the garden to catch Eve’s eye. It was God who made the tree particularly attractive and desirable. It was God who placed in the humans the desires and passions that would cause them to partake of the forbidden fruit. It was God who placed Satan the serpent in the garden to tempt Eve and fill her head with the glories of enlightenment. It was God who had previously made preparation for their salvation through the slain Lamb of God.

Only ignorant and some of the foolish theologians would ever charge God of being ignorant of the conduct and behavior of His own creation. It was not the temptation or deception entering into Eve that caused her to sin and bring separation from her Creator and God. It was what was already in her that caused her to sin. Let’s take a look at some scriptures. Here first in the New Testament Matthew 15:19 "For out of the heart proceed evil thoughts, murders, adulteries, fornications, thefts, false witness, blasphemies: " 

Now let’s look at another. "And when the woman saw [in her heart] that the tree was good for food, and that it was pleasant to the eye [in her heart], and a tree to be desired [in her heart] to make one wise [an idol of the heart], she took [For out of the heart proceed ... thefts...] of the fruit thereof, and did eat" 

Now look at the scripture as it was wriotten. Genesis 3:6 “And when the woman saw that the tree [was] good for food, and that it [was] pleasant to the eyes, and a tree to be desired to make [one] wise, she took of the fruit thereof, and did eat, and gave also unto her husband with her; and he did eat.”

Did you notice that last phrase "...and did eat"? It was not the eating of the fruit that made her a sinner for she had already sinned by looking, lusting, and fantasizing about her potential wisdom. It was only after she sinned that she did eat.

The good news is that all of our suffering is for a grand purpose and will ultimately bring huge rewards. Just two verses before Paul tells us how God subjected the whole creation to these many evils, he also gives us a comforting thought. Before I close today I’d like us to read Romans 8:18-23 “For I reckon that the sufferings of this present time [are] not worthy [to be compared] with the glory which shall be revealed in us. 19 For the earnest expectation of the creature waiteth for the manifestation of the sons of God. 20 For the creature was made subject to vanity, not willingly, but by reason of him who hath subjected [the same] in hope, 21 Because the creature itself also shall be delivered from the bondage of corruption into the glorious liberty of the children of God. 22 For we know that the whole creation groaneth and travaileth in pain together until now. 23 And not only [they], but ourselves also, which have the firstfruits of the Spirit, even we ourselves groan within ourselves, waiting for the adoption, [to wit], the redemption of our body.”
