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About Bible Policy

'It was revealed to Daniel that the prophecies concerning the last times should be closed up and sealed until the time of the end: But then the wise should understand, and knowledge should be increased Daniel 12:4&9&10 “But thou, O Daniel, shut up the words, and seal the book, [even] to the time of the end: many shall run to and fro, and knowledge shall be increased, 9 And he said, Go thy way, Daniel: for the words [are] closed up and sealed till the time of the end.10 Many shall be purified, and made white, and tried; but the wicked shall do wickedly: and none of the wicked shall understand; but the wise shall understand.” And therefore the longer they have continued in obscurity, the more hopes there are that the time is at hand in which they are to be made manifest.
If they are never to be understood, to what end did God reveal them? Without a doubt He did it for the teaching of the church. And if so then it is fair to say that the church of God should establish at length at least the understandings thereof. I’m not speaking of all that call themselves Christians, but a few, who are spread out among people that God hath chosen which are not led by personal goals, education, or human authorities, those that can set themselves sincerely and seriously to search after the truth. For Daniel hath said verse 12:10 “Many shall be purified, and made white, and tried; but the wicked shall do wickedly: and none of the wicked shall understand; but the wise shall understand.”

Everything that Jesus said to the crowds was in parable. Indeed without parables He did not speak to the crowds. We see this in Mark 4:33&34 “And with many such parables spake he the word unto them, as they were able to hear [it]. 34 But without a parable spake he not unto them: and when they were alone, he expounded all things to His disciples.”
So Jesus decoded His symbolic parables for His disciples only, not for the public at large. By speaking symbolically, those who did not want to believe that He was God’s son, could write off His speech as meaningless ramblings about farmers and animals. That way those that refused to believe He was the Son of God would never get to know God’s plans for mankind. They would as a result never be in a position to frustrate them, because the ones, who do not want to believe in God, are God’s anyway and mankind is His own worst enemy. Most of us believe what we want to believe rather than the truth. For men and women seem to prefer a convenient lie to an inconvenient truth. So those of you who do not believe in God, and don’t believe in He really exists it is only because it is easier for you to believe a lie then the truth. You do not want Him to exist, because if He does exist then you fear that you would have to serve Him and obey Him, rather than serving and obeying your own desires, which by the way only last until you die. Those that do not know God do not realize the He is a kinder master to them than their own fleshy desires are. I implore you not to make this mistake. God gave you your desires to enjoy while controlling them! He did not give you them to replace Him, but that you might praise Him! 

Every religion makes the mistake of over riding free thought amongst its congregation. Perhaps the most effective way of doing this is to pass itself off as a supporter of bible research while actually acting to destroy it. These churches discourage the congregations from doing their own personal research because the ministers, pastors and priests are apprehensive about their failed research or biblical understandings. So being more interested in their own power and status within the congregation than they are in actually performing their priestly duties, which is to teach the congregation the truth from God, they hide this truth and steal God’s power for their own corrupted self-seeking use. It is a condition, which is not unique to churches however for it digs in deep into our personal lives through business’ and government offices as well. My uncle used to call people who practice this, the ‘Commonplace Mafia’. Jesus described them in Matthew 23:13 “But woe unto you, scribes and Pharisees, hypocrites! for ye shut up the kingdom of heaven against men: for ye neither go in [yourselves], neither suffer ye them that are entering to go in.”

It is my fervent hope, and my strong resolve that the Divine Word Ministries and I will always encourage bible research from all of its members as well as from anybody else! Whether such research agrees with our present understanding or whether it shoots it down in flames entirely because God said seek and you shall find. Matthew 7:7 “Ask, and it shall be given you; seek, and ye shall find; knock, and it shall be opened unto you:”

The best way to ensure that this occurs is always to admit the possibility that any of the currently accepted interpretations may be wrong. We have to be researcher in our approach to bible understanding here and not professional or political! I tell you now that they could all be wrong! It is up to the reader to decide! But this is how one follows God, one simply obeys the best bible information that one has at the time! I pray that the readers of my sermons will not hesitate to talk to me if they have other observations on my outlook on the Lords word. I pray that he or she will share with me their knowledge so I to may improve in the little time that is left. And I hope that God gives us all the grace to see it! God can reveal His true interpretations to anybody, if they ask! Sinners and righteous alike, rich and poor, healthy and sick, well educated and barely educated, powerful and powerless, church goers and church haters, men, women and children it does not matter. His arms can engulf us all, and there is nothing that is too bizarre for him. He can reveal them however only those who love him will accept them. Psalms 12:6  “The words of the LORD [are] pure words: [as] silver tried in a furnace of earth, purified seven times.”Blessed [are] the pure in heart: for they shall see God. Matthew 5:8

John 12:43-46 “For they loved the praise of men more than the praise of God. 44 Jesus cried and said, He that believeth on me, believeth not on me, but on him that sent me. 45 And he that seeth me seeth him that sent me. 46 I am come a light into the world, that whosoever believeth on me should not abide in darkness.”

Even if all of your experience of people who have ever had power over you is bad, even if every one of them has abused you, and even if everyone you have ever loved has abused you, there is yet in existence a God who behaves just as His son did whilst he was on earth. He does not abuse His power, and does not abuse your love. His name is Jehovah; it is He who is the Father of Jesus. Nevertheless He does allow Satan to abuse you, your love, His power and anything else he gets His hands on. For Jesus was described by Paul with reference to God as being the reflection of [His] glory and the exact representation of His very being: Hebrews 1:3 “Who being the brightness of [his] glory, and the express image of his person, and upholding all things by the word of his power, when he had by himself purged our sins, sat down on the right hand of the Majesty on high;”
These people who do not believe are, in the great discretion of our God, unwittingly they are their own enemies for they refuse to believe that God is their friend and means of life and salvation. Without him they have no future. They are choosing not to believe in their own future and therefore will reside with Satan.
