Although there are many kinds of strength a person can have. Today I want to talk to you about having strength in the Lord. I know some of you maybe thinking I’m emotionally strong and can handle a lot of pressure, or work hard for hours on end, daily. I don't know you may even be the one everyone leans on for support. Nevertheless the most important strength one can have is the strength you have in the Lord. Let me say that again Strength in the Lord. A Believer’s strength is not of the body. A true Believer’s strength is of the spirit, and it is measured in faithfulness, trust, and perseverance. Scripture tells us that by Grace we live by Faith. We see this in Romans 5:2 “By whom also we have access by faith into this grace wherein we stand, and rejoice in hope of the glory of God.”
There are many things to fight in this world, such as hatred, injustice, and numerous diseases, lack of faith, even death as well as those questions that seem to have no answer. I would have to say there are many things to fight in this world, but we must also fight in the spiritual world. Please turn with me to Ephesians 6:10-18 “Finally, my brethren, be strong in the Lord, and in the power of his might. 11 Put on the whole armour of God, that ye may be able to stand against the wiles of the devil. 12 For we wrestle not against flesh and blood, but against principalities, against powers, against the rulers of the darkness of this world, against spiritual wickedness in high [places]. 13 Wherefore take unto you the whole armour of God, that ye may be able to withstand in the evil day, and having done all, to stand. 14 Stand therefore, having your loins girt about with truth, and having on the breastplate of righteousness; 15 And your feet shod with the preparation of the gospel of peace; 16 Above all, taking the shield of faith, wherewith ye shall be able to quench all the fiery darts of the wicked. 17 And take the helmet of salvation, and the sword of the Spirit, which is the word of God: 18 Praying always with all prayer and supplication in the Spirit, and watching thereunto with all perseverance and supplication for all saints.” 

Now I myself not being a good speaker especially pray as Paul did in Ephesians 6:19&20 “And for me, that utterance may be given unto me, that I may open my mouth boldly, to make known the mystery of the gospel, 20 For which I am an ambassador in bonds: that therein I may speak boldly, as I ought to speak.”

The Lord gives everyone different gifts to help them through.”

Yet we all must put on the gifts the Lord has provided in order to stay strong. We must remember to put them on each and every day because Satan has many doing his bidding against us. It is a battle we all must fight however we are never alone once we have put Jesus on, for He sends the Holy Spirit to help us stay strong. 
Finally, be strong in the Lord and in the strength of his power. For our struggle is not against enemies of blood and flesh, but against the rulers, against the authorities, against the cosmic powers of this present darkness, against the spiritual forces of evil in the heavenly places. Therefore take up the whole armor of God, so that you may be able to stand strong on that evil day. Stand therefore, and fasten the belt of truth about your waist, and put on the breastplate of righteousness. As shoes for your feet slip on the gospel of peace. Then add the shield of faith, which will allow you to quench the flaming arrows of the evil one. Put on the helmet of salvation, and pick up the sword of the Spirit, which is the word of God.
