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Today I thought it would be fun to travel to various places in scripture where Jesus visited and find out and find out a little about each place. However first I would like you to join me in a word of prayer.

Dear Heavenly Father,

Today we come together to worship Your Holy name and ask that You fill us with thr Holy Spirit as we try and find out more about the cities and places Jesus travel while He was here on this earth. And we thank You for Your many blessing and the awesome gift of Your Son. These things we ask You for and thank You for in Jesus’ name, Amen.

First. Bethlehem, which means “house of bread”, is a town in Palestine, and is near to where Jacob buried Rachel, then known as Ephrath. We see this in Genesis 35:19 “And Rachel died, and was buried in the way to Ephrath, which [is] Bethlehem.” And Genesis 48:7 “And as for me, when I came from Padan, Rachel died by me in the land of Canaan in the way, when yet [there was] but a little way to come unto Ephrath: and I buried her there in the way of Ephrath; the same [is] Bethlehem.”
Bethlehem was also called Ephrathah in the Old Testament Micah 5:2 “But thou, Bethlehem Ephratah, [though] thou be little among the thousands of Judah, [yet] out of thee shall he come forth unto me [that is] to be ruler in Israel; whose goings forth [have been] from of old, from everlasting.” And Bethlehemjudah in 1 Samuel 17:12 “Now David [was] the son of that Ephrathite of Bethlehemjudah, whose name [was] Jesse; and he had eight sons: and the man went among men [for] an old man in the days of Saul.”
Later on it was called Bethlehem of Judea Matthew 2:1 “Now when Jesus was born in Bethlehem of Judaea in the days of Herod the king, behold, there came wise men from the east to Jerusalem,” and the city of David in Luke 2:4 “And Joseph also went up from Galilee, out of the city of Nazareth, into Judaea, unto the city of David, which is called Bethlehem; (because he was of the house and lineage of David:”
The names Ephrath, and Ephrathah, also Bethlehemjudah remained long after Israel occupied Palestine as we see in Judges 17:7 “And there was a young man out of Bethlehemjudah of the family of Judah, who [was] a Levite, and he sojourned there.” And Ruth 1:2 “And the name of the man [was] Elimelech, and the name of his wife Naomi, and the name of his two sons Mahlon and Chilion, Ephrathites of Bethlehemjudah. And they came into the country of Moab, and continued there.” Also Psalms 132:6 “Lo, we heard of it at Ephratah: we found it in the fields of the wood.”
Bethlehem overlooks the main highway to Hebron and Egypt. The site of the city is on a large limestone ridge of the Judean highland and has never been disputed. Elimelech, the husband of Naomi and father-in-law of Ruth, was a Bethlehemite Ruth 1:1-2 “Now it came to pass in the days when the judges ruled, that there was a famine in the land. And a certain man of Bethlehemjudah went to sojourn in the country of Moab, he, and his wife, and his two sons. 2 And the name of the man [was] Elimelech, and the name of his wife Naomi, and the name of his two sons Mahlon and Chilion, Ephrathites of Bethlehemjudah. And they came into the country of Moab, and continued there.”
There are several things that happened down through the years in scripture in Bethlehem, however I feel the greatest was that is the birthplace of the Messiah. We see this in the New Testament Matthew 2:1 “Now when Jesus was born in Bethlehem of Judaea in the days of Herod the king, behold, there came wise men from the east to Jerusalem,”
Also its male children were slain by order of Herod Matthew 2:16 “Then Herod, when he saw that he was mocked of the wise men, was exceeding wroth, and sent forth, and slew all the children that were in Bethlehem, and in all the coasts thereof, from two years old and under, according to the time which he had diligently enquired of the wise men.”
Now that Bethlehem is about five miles south of Jerusalem, and elevated 2,460 feet above sea level. In Bethlehem stands the Basilica of the Nativity, marking the traditional site of the birth of Christ.

Bethsaida Julias Bethsaida means in Hebrews. "house of fishing." It was a Roman period fishing village on the north east coast of the Sea of Galilee. Bathsaida Julias was a new city built by Philip the Tetrarch. It was originally a small town, but Philip the Tetrarch, having raised it to the rank of city, called it Julias, after Julia, the daughter of the Emperor Augustus. Philip died and was buried there. It is probably to be identified with et-Tell, a little more than a mile north of the Sea of Galilee. It was probably a Greek speaking place, John 12:20 “And there were certain Greeks among them that came up to worship at the feast:”
It was the home of Peter, Andrew, and Philip, and Jesus went there frequently. Jesus also rebuked the people there for not receiving His teachings: Luke 10:13-16 " Woe unto thee, Chorazin! woe unto thee, Bethsaida! for if the mighty works had been done in Tyre and Sidon, which have been done in you, they had a great while ago repented, sitting in sackcloth and ashes. 14 But it shall be more tolerable for Tyre and Sidon at the judgment, than for you. 15 And thou, Capernaum, which art exalted to heaven, shalt be thrust down to hell. 16 He that heareth you heareth me; and he that despiseth you despiseth me; and he that despiseth me despiseth him that sent me." Also see John 1:44 “Now Philip was of Bethsaida, the city of Andrew and Peter.” 

Caesaria Philippi Paneas named for the god, Pan, Panias (or Banias in Arabic) was built as Caesarea Philippi by Philip son of Herod, at one of the sources of the Jordan River. Jesus visited this site together with the disciples Matthew 16:13 “When Jesus came into the coasts of Caesarea Philippi, he asked his disciples, saying, Whom do men say that I the Son of man am?” Now this city was located in the north part of Palestine, on the south slope of Mount Hermon near one of the main sources for the Jordan River. Caesaria Philippi was about 120 miles from Jerusalem, 50 miles from Damascus, and 30 miles from Tyre. It was first formerly a Canaanite sanctuary for the worship of Baal, possibly Baal-hermon we see this in Judges 3:3 [Namely], five lords of the Philistines, and all the Canaanites, and the Sidonians, and the Hivites that dwelt in mount Lebanon, from mount Baalhermon unto the entering in of Hamath.” 

Herod Philip built up the city and called it Caesarea Philippi to distinguish it from his father's Caesarea on the seacoast. Its modern name is Baniyas. It was also where Peter confessed Jesus as the Messiah. Mark 8:27-30 “And Jesus went out, and his disciples, into the towns of Caesarea Philippi: and by the way he asked his disciples, saying unto them, Whom do men say that I am? 28 And they answered, John the Baptist: but some [say], Elias; and others, One of the prophets. 29 And he saith unto them, But whom say ye that I am? And Peter answereth and saith unto him, Thou art the Christ. 30 And he charged them that they should tell no man of him.”
Cana A small city in Galilee 5 miles south of Sepphoris. This is also the site of Jesus' first miracle - the transformation of water into wine at the Wedding Feast John 2:11 “This beginning of miracles did Jesus in Cana of Galilee, and manifested forth his glory; and his disciples believed on him.” Wine always pointed to the joy that would be in Messiah's kingdom. Jesus also healed a nobleman's sick son in Cana. John 4:46 “So Jesus came again into Cana of Galilee, where he made the water wine. And there was a certain nobleman, whose son was sick at Capernaum.”
This was also the city of Nathaniel. John 21:2 “There were together Simon Peter, and Thomas called Didymus, and Nathanael of Cana in Galilee, and the [sons] of Zebedee, and two other of his disciples.”
In Byzantine and Medieval times a city called Khirbet Qana was identified as the site of the miracle and many pilgrims visited there.

Chorazin An important Jewish town in Upper Galilee from the time of the Second Temple located 3 miles north of Capernaum. Jesus rebuked Chorazin along with Bethsaida and Capernaum for their lack of faith. Matthew 11:20-24 " Then began he to upbraid the cities wherein most of his mighty works were done, because they repented not: 21 Woe unto thee, Chorazin! woe unto thee, Bethsaida! for if the mighty works, which were done in you, had been done in Tyre and Sidon, they would have repented long ago in sackcloth and ashes. 22  But I say unto you, It shall be more tolerable for Tyre and Sidon at the day of judgment, than for you.  23 And thou, Capernaum, which art exalted unto heaven, shalt be brought down to hell: for if the mighty works, which have been done in thee, had been done in Sodom, it would have remained until this day.  24 But I say unto you, That it shall be more tolerable for the land of Sodom in the day of judgment, than for thee."

In Jewish literature it was connected with the supply of grain used in Temple rituals. The synagogue of Chorazin was discovered and excavated. It was of the Galilean style located in the center of town. It was 70 feet by 50 feet and made of black basalt and the walls are fairly well preserved. There was also a basalt throne found which was "the throne of Moses" which was used during the reading of the Torah. The three main entrances faced Jerusalem.

Capernaum Greek and Latin `Capharnaum', Hebrews. Kefar Nahum. Capernaum was a small town on the west shore of the Sea of Galilee right on the highway which went from the Mediterranean coast to Damascus. It had a small port for the many fishermen who had lived there. Capernaum was the center of Jesus' Galilee Ministry. Jesus' lived here for a substantial period, healing the sick, preaching in the synagogue and performing miracles Jesus traveled there from Nazareth, to the borders of Zebulun and Naphtali, and found his first disciples, Andrew, Peter, and the two sons of Zebedee. We can read all about it in Matthew 4:13-22 “And leaving Nazareth, he came and dwelt in Capernaum, which is upon the sea coast, in the borders of Zabulon and Nephthalim: 14 That it might be fulfilled which was spoken by Esaias the prophet, saying, 15 The land of Zabulon, and the land of Nephthalim, [by] the way of the sea, beyond Jordan, Galilee of the Gentiles; 16 The people which sat in darkness saw great light; and to them which sat in the region and shadow of death light is sprung up. 17 From that time Jesus began to preach, and to say, Repent: for the kingdom of heaven is at hand. 18 And Jesus, walking by the sea of Galilee, saw two brethren, Simon called Peter, and Andrew his brother, casting a net into the sea: for they were fishers. 19 And he saith unto them, Follow me, and I will make you fishers of men. 20 And they straightway left [their] nets, and followed him. 21 And going on from thence, he saw other two brethren, James [the son] of Zebedee, and John his brother, in a ship with Zebedee their father, mending their nets; and he called them. 22 And they immediately left the ship and their father, and followed him.”
He taught in their synagogue that is found in John 6:24-59, and it was here that Peter found the coin from the mouth of the fish, upon the command of Jesus, to pay the tax-gatherers Matthew 17:24-27 “And when they were come to Capernaum, they that received tribute [money] came to Peter, and said, Doth not your master pay tribute? 25 He saith, Yes. And when he was come into the house, Jesus prevented him, saying, What thinkest thou, Simon? of whom do the kings of the earth take custom or tribute? of their own children, or of strangers? 26 Peter saith unto him, Of strangers. Jesus saith unto him, Then are the children free. 27 Notwithstanding, lest we should offend them, go thou to the sea, and cast an hook, and take up the fish that first cometh up; and when thou hast opened his mouth, thou shalt find a piece of money: that take, and give unto them for me and thee.” He resided for a time at Peters house in Capernaum, teaching and healing the sick this is found in Luke 4:31-33 “.And came down to Capernaum, a city of Galilee, and taught them on the sabbath days. 32 And they were astonished at his doctrine: for his word was with power. 33 And in the synagogue there was a man, which had a spirit of an unclean devil, and cried out with a loud voice,” Once He had left, He rebuked the city for their unbelief Luke 10:15 “And thou, Capernaum, which art exalted to heaven, shalt be thrust down to hell.”
Today, near the synagogue, there is an octagonal Byzantine church with a mosaic floor built upon the site believed to be the house of Peter. A recent excavation beneath this church has revealed houses dating back to the first century. Some believe that one of these houses could very well be the house of Peter. 

Dobrath is known today as Daburiya; a town of Zebulun, Joshua 19:12 “And turned from Sarid eastward toward the sunrising unto the border of Chislothtabor, and then goeth out to Daberath, and goeth up to Japhia,” It is where Jesus cured the epileptic boy Luke 9:37-43 “And it came to pass, that on the next day, when they were come down from the hill, much people met him. 38 And, behold, a man of the company cried out, saying, Master, I beseech thee, look upon my son: for he is mine only child. 39 And, lo, a spirit taketh him, and he suddenly crieth out; and it teareth him that he foameth again, and bruising him hardly departeth from him. 40 And I besought thy disciples to cast him out; and they could not. 41 And Jesus answering said, O faithless and perverse generation, how long shall I be with you, and suffer you? Bring thy son hither. 42  And as he was yet a coming, the devil threw him down, and tare [him]. And Jesus rebuked the unclean spirit, and healed the child, and delivered him again to his father. 43 And they were all amazed at the mighty power of God. But while they wondered every one at all things which Jesus did, he said unto his disciples, 44 Let these sayings sink down into your ears: for the Son of man shall be delivered into the hands of men.”
Decapolis was the Greek name for a league of approximately ten (deka) Hellenistic or Hellenized cities with their territories, in Roman times (with some Jews living there). All of them, except Scythopolis, were on the Transjordan side of the River. The New Testament mentions this city in Matthew 4:25 “And there followed him great multitudes of people from Galilee, and [from] Decapolis, and [from] Jerusalem, and [from] Judaea, and [from] beyond Jordan.” Also Mark 5:20 “And he departed, and began to publish in Decapolis how great things Jesus had done for him: and all [men] did marvel.”
The earliest mention of Decapolis revealing it as largely a gentile territory bordering Galilee and Perea is Matthew 7:31 “And again, departing from the coasts of Tyre and Sidon, he came unto the sea of Galilee, through the midst of the coasts of Decapolis.” 

Gennesaret Chinnereth in Hebrews means. "garden of riches." We see this city mentioned in Matthew 14:34 “And when they were gone over, they came into the land of Gennesaret.“
Also see Chinnereth and Lake of Gennesaret also known as the Sea of Galilee, Luke 5:1 “And it came to pass, that, as the people pressed upon him to hear the word of God, he stood by the lake of Gennesaret, “ A comparatively small lake, fed by the River Jordan and lying 600 feet below sea level, where violent storms rush down from surrounding mountains causing very rough water. Here Jesus rebuked the winds and the sea Matthew 8:26 “And he saith unto them, Why are ye fearful, O ye of little faith? Then he arose, and rebuked the winds and the sea; and there was a great calm.”
Jesus taught from Peter's boat Mark 3:7-9 “But Jesus withdrew himself with his disciples to the sea: and a great multitude from Galilee followed him, and from Judaea, 8 And from Jerusalem, and from Idumaea, and [from] beyond Jordan; and they about Tyre and Sidon, a great multitude, when they had heard what great things he did, came unto him. 9 And he spake to his disciples, that a small ship should wait on him because of the multitude, lest they should throng him.”

The Sea of Galilee is one of Israel's four seas and, in addition to being a repository of dozens of Christian holy sites, is a vacation paradise for Israelis and tourists. The largest city on the lake is Tiberias, one of the four holy cities of Judaism, and the beaches and villages surrounding the lake are a haven for tourists. Christian visitors, in addition to visiting the shore-side shrines, sail in fishing boats and tourist launches across the water.

Jericho probably meant "place of fragrance" or "moon city"). Jericho is located in the Jordan River valley about fifteen miles east of Jerusalem. It is an ancient city in the wide plain where the Jordan Valley broadens between the Moab Mountains and the western precipices, and situated on the route of Israel after they crossed the Jordan under Joshua Joshua 3:16 “That the waters which came down from above stood [and] rose up upon an heap very far from the city Adam, that [is] beside Zaretan: and those that came down toward the sea of the plain, [even] the salt sea, failed, [and] were cut off: and the people passed over right against Jericho.”
The Jericho of the days of Josephus was a distant of "one hundred and fifty stadia from Jerusalem and fifty from the Jordan. However in the New Testament Jericho is mentioned in connection with Jesus' restoring sight to the blind Matthew 20:29-30 “And as they departed from Jericho, a great multitude followed him. 30 And, behold, two blind men sitting by the way side, when they heard that Jesus passed by, cried out, saying, Have mercy on us, O Lord, [thou] Son of David. 31 And the multitude rebuked them, because they should hold their peace: but they cried the more, saying, Have mercy on us, O Lord, [thou] Son of David. 32 And Jesus stood still, and called them, and said, What will ye that I shall do unto you? 33 They say unto him, Lord, that our eyes may be opened. 34 So Jesus had compassion [on them], and touched their eyes: and immediately their eyes received sight, and they followed him.”
There were several others miracles until finally He mentioned the parable of the Good Samaritan in Luke 10:30 “And Jesus answering said, A certain [man] went down from Jerusalem to Jericho, and fell among thieves, which stripped him of his raiment, and wounded [him], and departed, leaving [him] half dead.” To read all about that just read Luke 10:30-36. In that parable we will see that robbers have always terrorized the road from Jerusalem to Jericho.

Jerusalem Among its 220 historic monuments, the Dome of the Rock stands out: built in the 7th century, it is decorated with beautiful geometric and floral motifs. It is recognized by all three religions as the site of Abraham's sacrifice. Genesis 22:9 “And they came to the place which God had told him of; and Abraham built an altar there, and laid the wood in order, and bound Isaac his son, and laid him on the altar upon the wood.”
It was probably same as Salem in Genesis 14:18 “And Melchizedek king of Salem brought forth bread and wine: and he [was] the priest of the most high God.”

And a religious center of Judea in Roman times we see this in Matthew 21:1 “And when they drew nigh unto Jerusalem, and were come to Bethphage, unto the mount of Olives, then sent Jesus two disciples,” And Luke 2:41 “Now his parents went to Jerusalem every year at the feast of the passover.” Also John 2:13 “And the Jews' passover was at hand, and Jesus went up to Jerusalem,” And again in Acts 1:4 “And, being assembled together with [them], commanded them that they should not depart from Jerusalem, but wait for the promise of the Father, which, [saith he], ye have heard of me.”

Today Jerusalem again, serves as the capitol of the modern country of Israel.

Nain was a small village about 6 miles south east of Nazareth, Luke 7:11 “And it came to pass the day after, that he went into a city called Nain; and many of his disciples went with him, and much people.”

Nazareth pronounced nad-zar-et and possible means "the guarded one." Searching through the bible we see that Nazareth is not mentioned in the Old Testament, although the presence of a spring and the convenience of the site make it probable that the place was occupied in old times. The little town of Nazareth was one of the most beautiful places in all of Galilee.  It was also where Jesus spent his boyhood and lived with Joseph and Mary. Luke1: 26-38. We also find that it was in Nazareth that Jesus first taught in the synagogue. Matthew 13:54 “And when he was come into his own country, he taught them in their synagogue, insomuch that they were astonished, and said, Whence hath this [man] this wisdom, and [these] mighty works?” Also again in Luke 4:16 “And he came to Nazareth, where he had been brought up: and, as his custom was, he went into the synagogue on the sabbath day, and stood up for to read.”
Now the evil reputation attached to Nazareth has generally been attributed to the Galileans' lack of culture and rude dialect. Nathanael, who asked, "Can any good thing come out of Nazareth?" was himself a Galilean. We find this in Luke 1”46 “And Nathanael said unto him, Can there any good thing come out of Nazareth? Philip saith unto him, Come and see.” He may have said that because Nazareth was such a common term of contempt among the more "righteous" Jews in Judea.  It was in Nazareth, Jesus preached His first recorded sermon Luke 4:16-20  “And he came to Nazareth, where he had been brought up: and, as his custom was, he went into the synagogue on the sabbath day, and stood up for to read. 17 And there was delivered unto him the book of the prophet Esaias. And when he had opened the book, he found the place where it was written, 18 The Spirit of the Lord [is] upon me, because he hath anointed me to preach the gospel to the poor; he hath sent me to heal the brokenhearted, to preach deliverance to the captives, and recovering of sight to the blind, to set at liberty them that are bruised, 19 To preach the acceptable year of the Lord. 20 And he closed the book, and he gave [it] again to the minister, and sat down. And the eyes of all them that were in the synagogue were fastened on him.”
However once Jesus finished preaching about the Kingdom of God the Nazarenes became violent and Jesus did not do many good works there because of their disbelief.. Matthew 13:58 “And he did not many mighty works there because of their unbelief.” And He made His home in Capernaum.

Samaria The city of Samaria is located on a hill about 35 miles north of Jerusalem. In 332 BC, Alexander the Great captured the city and settled Macedonian experienced person there. During Jesus’ time there was a continuing hostility between Jews and Samaritans, as noted in John 8:48 and Luke 9:52-53. We can see still another example of this in John 4:7-9, where the disciples were surprised to find Jesus speaking with a Samaritan woman at Jacob’s 's well. John 4:7-9 “There cometh a woman of Samaria to draw water: Jesus saith unto her, Give me to drink. 8 (For his disciples were gone away unto the city to buy meat.) 9 Then saith the woman of Samaria unto him, How is it that thou, being a Jew, askest drink of me, which am a woman of Samaria? for the Jews have no dealings with the Samaritans.”
Finally the city was destroyed by the Romans in AD 66, and again rebuilt. Excavations found a building identified as the palace, and ivory inlay also was found.

Sidon was one the most important ancient Phoenician cities. It was situated in the narrow fertile plain between the mountains of Lebanon and Mediterranean 25 miles north of Tyre. Although Sidon was barely within the limits of the Promised Land, it was never possessed by the Israelites. The tribe of Asher, to whom it belonged, was unwilling to drive out their wealthy neighbors. During the time of the Judges Israel was oppressed by the Sidonians. The prophets declared judgments against Sidon, and they were all literally fulfilled when the Assyrian rulers campaigned against it. When Nebuchadnezzar conquered Sidon more than half of its inhabitants died of a plague. Artaxerxes III of Persia annihilated Sidon in 352 B.C. Under Alexander the Great they enjoyed peace for a little while, but when he died the Ptolemies and Seleucids became a thorn in their side and finally in 64 B.C. Pompey took Sidon.

It is interesting that Jezebel, whom king Ahab had married, was the daughter of the king of Sidon. It was Jezebel who had introduced certain new cults into Israel.

During the first century A.D. a Syro-Phoenician woman came to Jesus when he was at "the borders of Tyre," in the district which Solomon gave to king Hiram, to which he gave the name Cabul, or Gabul, "the off scourings," of his dominions. Jesus cured the daughter of the Syro-Phoenician woman because she showed faith in him Matthew 15: 21 –28 “Then Jesus went thence, and departed into the coasts of Tyre and Sidon. 22 And, behold, a woman of Canaan came out of the same coasts, and cried unto him, saying, Have mercy on me, O Lord, [thou] Son of David; my daughter is grievously vexed with a devil. 23 But he answered her not a word. And his disciples came and besought him, saying, Send her away; for she crieth after us. 24 But he answered and said, I am not sent but unto the lost sheep of the house of Israel. 25 Then came she and worshipped him, saying, Lord, help me. 26 But he answered and said, It is not meet to take the children's bread, and to cast [it] to dogs. 27 And she said, Truth, Lord: yet the dogs eat of the crumbs which fall from their masters' table. 28 Then Jesus answered and said unto her, O woman, great [is] thy faith: be it unto thee even as thou wilt. And her daughter was made whole from that very hour.”
While Paul was on his way to Rome as a prisoner he was allowed to visit his friends in this city Acts 27:1-3 “And when it was determined that we should sail into Italy, they delivered Paul and certain other prisoners unto [one] named Julius, a centurion of Augustus' band. 2 And entering into a ship of Adramyttium, we launched, meaning to sail by the coasts of Asia; [one] Aristarchus, a Macedonian of Thessalonica, being with us. 3 And the next [day] we touched at Sidon. And Julius courteously entreated Paul, and gave [him] liberty to go unto his friends to refresh himself.”

Mount Tabor   A prominent hill (mountain) southwest of the Sea of Galilee, with very little foothills. It was at foot of Mount Tabor that Deborah and Barak defeated the forces of Sisera. Mount Tabor is believed to be "the high mountain" which Jesus ascended and, before the eyes of Peter, James and John, underwent the Transfiguration; afterwards he was seen conversing with Moses and the Prophet Elijah Matthew 17:6-13 “And when the disciples heard [it], they fell on their face, and were sore afraid. 7 And Jesus came and touched them, and said, Arise, and be not afraid. 8 And when they had lifted up their eyes, they saw no man, save Jesus only. 9 And as they came down from the mountain, Jesus charged them, saying, Tell the vision to no man, until the Son of man be risen again from the dead. 10 And his disciples asked him, saying, Why then say the scribes that Elias must first come? 11 And Jesus answered and said unto them, Elias truly shall first come, and restore all things. 12 But I say unto you, That Elias is come already, and they knew him not, but have done unto him whatsoever they listed. Likewise shall also the Son of man suffer of them. 13 Then the disciples understood that he spake unto them of John the Baptist.”
Looking at it today the views from the summit, north to Nazareth and east to the Sea of Galilee, are magical.

Tyre the Greeks called it "Tyros" and the ancient Assyrians called it "Zara." Tyre was an ancient Phoenician city on an island close to the coast. Its wealth depended on trade. There was almost no place in the known world, which Tyre did not have relations with. Taken by the Babylonians in 573 BC and by Alexander in 332 BC, who joined it to its mainland by building a man-made bridge, in fulfillment of prophecy. The rise of Alexandria is really the main cause of the decline of Tyre. It was under the yoke of the ptolemies in 273 BC and the freed by the Seleucids in 198 BC. Pompey proclaimed its autonomy in 126 BC after he conquered the city. It became again an important commercial city throughout the Roman period. Jesus visited Tyre. Matthew 15:21 “Then Jesus went thence, and departed into the coasts of Tyre and Sidon.” When Paul was journeying to Jerusalem he passed through Tyre where he there was already established a Christian community in the city Acts 21:3-7 “Now when we had discovered Cyprus, we left it on the left hand, and sailed into Syria, and landed at Tyre: for there the ship was to unlade her burden. 4 And finding disciples, we tarried there seven days: who said to Paul through the Spirit, that he should not go up to Jerusalem. 5 . And when we had accomplished those days, we departed and went our way; and they all brought us on our way, with wives and children, till [we were] out of the city: and we kneeled down on the shore, and prayed. 6 And when we had taken our leave one of another, we took ship; and they returned home again. 7 And when we had finished [our] course from Tyre, we came to Ptolemais, and saluted the brethren, and abode with them one day.”

Well, I guess that is enough travel for today. I pray it was informative as well as interesting. There are more verses under each city that I did not put in so if anything caught your interest I implore you to take time and revisit that city.
